Overview of jobs and responsibilities for Tiger TV
August 2009 – May 2010
King’s Ridge Christian School is providing an exciting enrichment opportunity for our fifth-grade students!  As part of our curriculum at KRCS 5th grade will produce and televise a morning announcement program named Tiger TV.  In order to familiarize you with the roles and responsibilities that go along with Tiger TV we have listed the responsibilities, jobs and opportunities for our broadcast below.  Please read over this information thoroughly and sign the bottom of the page.  Please return the signed form to the homeroom teacher.  
Parents, the Tiger TV segments are located on our web site for ease of downloading and sharing.  Everyone is invited to watch our taping each morning.  We begin our live program at 8:05 every day except Wednesday; we will begin at 9:05.  We have rehearsals prior to each broadcast.  If you would like to come and watch please feel free to; enter the science lab and stand in the back of the room.  Once we go live we will request quiet on the set.   
Each student will be given the opportunity of the basic jobs on the crew.  They are announcer, camera, backdrop and board operators.  The announcers will be the students in front of the camera delivering the live announcements to the school.  The camera operators will be responsible for placement of cameras and making sure that the announcers and special guest speakers are in their correct positions to be seen during the broadcast.  The backdrop and board operators will run our sound board; monitor the green screen and the backdrop that is being broadcast to the green screen.  Each of these jobs will enrich their communication, technical and creativity skills.
As our program develops we hope to develop two manager positions of Director and Mac Operator (Macintosh Computer).  Due to time and number of students these positions will need to be chosen by the 5th grade teaching team.  To become a director/Mac Operator we will look at the following: 
1.  Has all homework been turned while on crew?
2.  Is the student passing all subjects?
3.  Has the student arrived on time to crew each day?
4.  Has the student had excessive absences or tardies?
5. What is the overall attitude and disposition of the student during their time on crew - a leader or one that we have to redirect? 
We also hope to develop script writer(s) position and manual writing this year.  All the above are new ideas and subject to change as we go through our year.

**For Students and Parents to Read and Sign**

Tiger TV Responsibilities
When you are on the Tiger crew you will need to be in the Tiger TV room (the science lab) by 7:40.  If you have a doctor’s appointment or your running late, please let Ms. Williams and your crew know as soon as you can.  In order to arrive in the Tiger TV room by 7:40, it is your responsibility to help your mom or dad in the morning, so they are able to be the first ones in carpool line.
Once you arrive at school, report to your classroom, unpack, turn in homework, write your homework in your agenda, and take care of any morning business with your teacher.  When you are finished, report to the Tiger TV room.  If you arrive late more than twice, your job may be filled by someone else or you might even be replaced.  
The equipment that allows us to have Tiger TV has been provided by your parents and is very expensive.  Each job on the Tiger TV crew is as important as the other.  If at any time the equipment or a member of your team is not treated respectfully, you may be dismissed from the team.
The most important part of Tiger TV is to start off every day with a willingness to learn, laugh and be flexible (our scripts change by the minute each morning!)  
Tiger TV Roles
Announcer 1 and 2:  We have 2 main news talents.  Your responsibility will include, but is not limited to keeping up with your scripts and reviewing them before you arrive that morning.  Most scripts will be delivered to you a few days prior to your scheduled time.  This is your time to look over the scripts with your co-anchor and review the topics.  It is necessary that you report to the room on time to start the run through with your team.  The more rehearsing you have, the easier it is for you and the team during production.  Again, it is your responsibility to keep up with your scripts and updates as they arrive.
Board Operator:  There is 1 board operator.  Their responsibility is the actual broadcasting of the show to the school and recording it to DVD, so it can then be placed on the web.  This job also might include running the morning song, pledge, fades and switching.  This position is key in coordinating the timing of all the jobs in the room.
Camera 1 and 2: We have 2 camera operators for each of the cameras.  You are responsible for taking care of the camera angles, batteries, welcoming, assisting all the talent, and coordinating with the back drop operator.  Camera 1 is in charge of making sure our anchors are set and the script works with backdrops.  Camera 2 guides our pledgers and/or special guests to make sure our guests know where to stand and where they are in the script.  They also coordinate all the changes within the show.  
Back Drop Computer: This person follows the script, placing the pre-imaged back drops in order for ease of switching for the segment.  You will need to confirm scripts with the anchors for any changes and work closely with the board operator when switching from one camera to another.

(new)Mac Operator: This is a new job and will be growing as the year progresses.   One person will be chosen from a completed crew to run the Mac for an extended period of time.
(new) Director:  One student will be chosen from a completed crew to help with the training and the coordinating of the next team.  They will be responsible for ensuring a smooth and successful broadcast from start to finish and transitioning between teams and all the jobs in the room.
